Market and Credit Risks

A market within the meaning of Article 41 (1) a), b) and c) of the Luxembourg
Law of 17 December 2010 relating UCls.

Currency Opening
Day

A day on which markets are open for trading in the relevant currency.

Cut-off Time

2 p.m. Luxembourg time. For indicative purposes, 2 p.m. Luxembourg time
corresponds to:

(@) 9 p.m. Singapore time from the last Sunday of October (included) until the
last Sunday of March of the following year (excluded);

(b) 8 p.m. Singapore time from the last Sunday of March (included) up to the
last Sunday of October during the year (excluded).

Dealing Day

Any Luxembourg Business Day during which banks are open for business in
Luxembourg.

Developing
Countries

All countries except at the date of the present Singapore Prospectus, Australia,
Austria, Belgium, Canada, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hong
Kong, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Luxembourg, Monaco, Netherlands, New
Zealand, Norway, Portugal, San Marino, Singapore, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland,
United Kingdom, United States of America, Vatican City.
