V. BGHL COMPOSITION

BGHL is invested in BG Fund (net of an amount retained by BGHL for working capital and other
requirements).

As of 1 September 2023, 99.71% of BGHL net asset value is invested in BG Fund. BGHL has a maximum
exposure limit to BG Fund of 110%. The remained BGHL net asset value is made up of direct investment
and cash.

A. BG FUND

August 2023 HIGHLIGHTS

Following a strong July, equity markets in both Europe and the US saw negative returns in August with the
EuroStoxx 50® Total Return down -3.84% and the S&P500°® Total Return down -1.59%.

The market implied volatility measure VStoxx® decreased only marginally from 16.2% to 16.1% while the
iTraxx Crossover® (S39) increased across the month from 380bps to 396bps.

Against this market backdrop, BG Fund was up +192bps (USD A shares) in August with positive returns
being delivered by most strategies, with the largest contribution from equity risk arbitrage and special
situations.

August 2023 COMMENTARY

Volatility strategies

Mandatory convertible bond arbitrage

Mandatory convertible bonds contributed +8bps this month. Performance came from a small repricing of
current positions.

Convertible bond arbitrage
Convertible bonds contributed +6bps to the fund performance in August.

As is to be expected, August was a quiet month for both primary and secondary markets. Markets were
slightly mixed with recent primary issuances suffering while some high yield CBs saw strong price increases.
In this context, we took profits on a few names such as Delivery Hero.

In Europe, most long-only funds continued to be net sellers while hedge funds were neutral overall.

US CB arbitrage saw flat performance for August with 2-year and 5-year yields essentially unchanged, and
HY CDX widening from 409bps to 425bps. Despite the flat performance, the whole month felt slightly
choppy in a market which saw several baskets of CBs for sale from long-only investors. The market seemed
to stabilize somewhat at the end of the month, although there were rumours of a healthy pipeline of new
issues slated for September following the Labor Day holiday.

Volatility Trading
Volatility trading posted a positive return of +10bps to the fund in August.

The market tone turned slightly negative at the beginning of the month, with most risky assets trading
lower. In this context, realised volatilities picked up and the carry of our long gamma positions improved.
However, the correction was orderly and short lived with no real panic and we saw again a similar pattern
to last year: spot down and vol down.

In this context most of August’s performance was linked to active trading around positions, with the
increase in volatility of volatility helping create more opportunities, and our dispersion strategies also
carried well helped by few outliers.

By the end of the month the market had become quieter with volatility back to its lows.

Warrant arbitrage

Warrant arbitrage was almost flat (+1bp) in August.

Equity strategies

In August, equity strategies returned +146bps. This welcome performance came primarily from risk
arbitrage and special situations positions with events finally starting to crystalise primarily as regulatory
deals have begun to be agreed.

Our investment in Horizon Therapeutics was a significant contributor. The stock rallied after the
announcement that Amgen and the FTC were in active negotiation for a settlement to allow the takeover.
Since then, an agreement has been reached and we are waiting for details on the timing for the deal to
close. As a read across, Seagen rallied during the month. The company is under a takeover offer from
Pfizer, and following the positive Horizon news, investors are slightly more optimistic on the chances of the
Seagen deal receiving FTC's approval.

Another positive was our investment in VMWare. After the positive comments from the CMA in July which
led to an approval of the acquisition by Broadcom, the FTC review expired in August without any comment,
implying that the transaction could close. There is still one significant hurdle which is an approval from
China.

On a more general positioning note, the portfolio recovered its July losses that resulted from the rally of
highly shorted names. European cyclicals had lead the European market in July and those sectors cooled
and underperformed in August following worries on the macro-outlook and China.

On more technical positions, the portfolio benefited from the split-off of Kenvue shares from Johnson &
Johnson. This corresponds to a distribution of a variable proportion of Kenvue shares at discount to the
market. August also marked the conversion of AMC Preferred shares (APE) into common AMC shares. The
spread remained extremely wide (as there was very limited borrow in AMC) until the merger of the 2 share
classes.



Credit strategies

Credit long / short

In August, credit markets exhibited sideways movement with subdued trading volumes, accompanied by a
slight widening of the Crossover index (+16bps).

In terms of specific names CGG showed substantial improvement, driven by strong Q2 results and rising oil
prices and contributed to the overall positive +8bps performance for the strategy during the month.

Credit special situations

The performance of credit special situations was slightly negative (-1bp) in August with the book remaining
relatively stable throughout August.

Trading

Trading contributed +13bps in August. Macro trading was positive. We continue to very closely monitor
liquidity and fiscal positions to assess the extent of the current business cycle.

B. DIRECT INVESTMENTS OTHER THAN BG FUND

On top of its investment in BG Fund, BGHL has other investments. As of 31 August 2023, the net asset value
of these investments represents less than 1.00% of the net asset value of BGHL.

Rasa Malta, S.A.P.l. de C.V. (“Rasa”)

Rasa is a holding company structured as a private equity fund in terms of fees and organisation and
managed by BK Partners. BGHL holds Rasa shares through Campastros, S.L.U., a wholly-owned holding
company in Spain. Rasa is dedicated to investing in land, hotels and high-end resort developments in
Mexico. Rasa’s main asset is a majority interest in ACTUR, a private company owning the land developing
assets. ACTUR’s other shareholders are Mexican public institutions.

In July 2020, Rasa made a cash tender offer to buy back its own shares, for a price per share of
USS$0.12270. The valuation of BGHL's investment in Rasa shares was marked down on 31 August 2020,
using the USS0.12270 per share price as the estimated fair value of the Rasa shares. This price represents a
circa 80% discount to the latest published NAV per share.

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Hedge Funds Liquidation Stress Tests

Stress tests’ scenarios have been improved in order to take into account liquidity issues. This scenario aims at reflecting, to some extent, how the

fund would react in distressed market environment (as was the case in late 2008). These stress tests combine the three following adjustments:

. Small, Mid and Large caps adjustment
In certain market conditions, beta may become much higher than its level in normal market conditions and thus the hedging of such positions
may not be effective. To address this kind of circumstance we apply a corrective factor to the beta of small, mid and large caps respectively. Since

April 2019, the corrective factors have been calibrated on the amplitude of the stresses by looking at worst historical scenario since 1987.

. Risk arbitrage adjustment
The risk of risk arbitrage positions is taken into account differently in case the market drops by more than 10%. We consider that one third of risk
arbitrage positions will collapse.

. Liquidity adjustment
An average discount (realized in 2008) is applied to bond, convertible bond (including mandatory convertible bond) and loan prices in case credit
spreads widen by more than 25%.
